Application of guides

1. The guides apply to those soils, including organic soils, that have layers of material favorable for plant growth over material significantly less favorable for plant growth.  If the less favorable is at the surface a T-Value of 5 is assigned

2. Bedrock includes hard bedrock, soft bedrock, thin cemented pans, thick cemented pans, marl, fragmental material, and coprogenous earth.

3. Sand and/or gravel includes subsurface layers that are sandy or sandy-skeletal with permeability of rapid or very rapid and subsurface layers with < 50 percent passing the number 10 sieve.

4. Fragipan includes all fragipan layers and dense layers such as dense till that have bulk densities of 1.8 or greater and textures finer than loamy fine sand.  The permeability and AWC of dense layers should be consistent with the bulk density.  The high bulk density layers have low porosity which indicates very slow permeability and low AWC.

5. A claypan layer is a layer with > 35 percent clay and slow or very slow permeability if the overlying layer has moderate or greater permeability or is a layer with > 35 percent clay and very slow permeability if the overlying layer has moderately slow permeability.

6. Severely eroded map units are assigned T-Values of 1 ton less than the slightly eroded or moderately eroded units.
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
